walking feet in the classroom, going feet first down the slide, and practicing fire drills.  Ask your child where our “safe spot” is (red fire hat on pole).

This month we will be talking about woodland animals.  We will talk a little bit about how they prepare for winter, and what they might do in winter.  We will learn more new finger play songs like, “I’m a Little Acorn Round,” and “I’m a Very Fine Turkey.”  On Tuesday, November 6th, Shirley Sutton, grandmother of Grayson Snow in our four’s program, will be in to talk with the children about woodland animals and hibernation.
During the month of November we will continue to watch and learn about seasonal changes going on around us. During the month of November we will talk about woodland animals. We will talk about the wild animals in our area of the world and compare and contrast them to our family pets. We will explore the effects of fall on our woodland animals and what they are doing to prepare for the colder weather that approaches. Our changeable area will become a woodland condo. Many of our woodland friends will be represented. This center proves to be as engaging each time we create it as our animal hospital has been. Shirley Sutton, Grayson Snow’s grandmother, will be in on Wednesday November 7th to talk about woodland animals that we may see on our field trip next month  

 

Field Trip Wednesday November 28th - rain date of Friday November 30th
Shirley Sutton, the grandmother of Grayson Snow, will lead us on a hike to The Land Trust Property on Indian Hill Road. Shirley is a CT Wildlife Association representative. This is not a trip for siblings to attend. Please be sure to dress your child appropriately for the weather and for the terrain. We will be outside for most of the morning. Last time we hiked this property we had a brief snow squall. A sign-up sheet will be posted for drivers prior to the event. 

 

On Monday, November 19th, we will be having a sharing feast. We will make “stone soup” (vegetable soup). We will read a story about Stone Soup and talk about sharing and caring for ourselves and others in the community. A sign-up sheet will be posted for items that will be needed to create our sharing feast. 

 

In the spirit of caring, sharing and community will begin collecting items for the Canton Food Bank. We have approximately 50 families in our own small town of Canton that regularly need the service of this community organization. I know I was surprised to learn that we had that many families in our own town that are in need and struggling to provide food for their families on a regular basis. Starting in November we will collect personal hygiene items. Shampoo, cream rinse, deodorant, tooth paste, tooth brushes, dental floss, feminine sanitary products, shaving cream, bath soap are some ideas.  Consider having your child pick out an item or two on your trip to the store each week to place in the bags and boxes that will be located on the stairs as you enter the class room. 

 

Please save plastic gallon milk jugs for us. We will need them in December to construct an icy structure in our changeable area. They need to be rinsed out with the tops thrown away. I will need a lot of them for this project. Please keep them at home until we ask for them to be brought in.

 

Last but not least, we were fortunate to have Mrs. Iskra come in last month to spend 3 days with our class.  The children truly enjoyed her visits each time. She discussed various species of dogs and the difference between wolves their wild cousin and our pet dogs. We also saw many varieties of cats and learned about the care of cats. We will be seeing Mrs. Iskra again this month.
